Life Lessons from  

St. Nicholas

 As Christmas approaches, 
expectant children are making lists of 
presents that they hope to receive. 
Advent is an appropriate time to 
teach them about the life of St. 
Nicholas and to remind them, "It is 
more blessed to give than to receive." 
 Nicholas was born during the 
third century in a village that is 
located in modern-day Turkey. His 
wealthy parents raised him to be a 
devout Christian. Sadly, they died in 
an epidemic while he was still young. 
Nicholas obeyed Jesus' words to "sell 
what you own and give the money to 
the poor." He used his whole 
inheritance to help the needy, the 
sick, and the suffering. The church 
recognized his total dedication to 
God and declared him Bishop of Myra 
while he was still a young man. 
Nicholas was known across the 
region for his generosity to people in 
need, for his love of children, and for 
his concern for sailors. You can find 
many legends about his life on the 
Internet and in library books. In 
Europe, St. Nicholas' Feast Day is held 
on December 6. This special day 
celebrates the stories of his generosity 
and goodness. Our current images of 
Santa Claus have little in common 
with this devout bishop! The life of St. 
Nicholas has much to teach us. 
 Encourage the children to 
approach the Christmas season by 
focusing on what they can give, not 
on what they can receive. In addition 
to money, a person can give time, 
talents, and possessions to help 
others. Brainstorm with the children 
ways in which they can give their 
time, talents, and possessions to 
others.

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A Pastoral Plea 
 
 As we come to the end of one old year and 
the beginning of a brand new one, Please enter-
tain a few brief thoughts… 
 I am awestruck by your generous steward-
ship of time, talents, and treasure, given to God 
and your Church over the past twelve months. 
Even our stewardship campaign was ―home 
grown,‖ using the ―heavy hitters‖ of our own con-
gregation – adaptability by everyone, $80,000.00 
and more donated and pledge to the restoration, 
while maintaining our normal level of giving – 
WOW!  
 Please prayerfully consider these observa-
tions as opportunities: 

The restoration will cost $125,000, so there is 
still need for growth in donations and pledges. 
Last year, we made 95% of our budget, $12,000 
short. So if everyone would add 5% or 10% to 
your regular offering, we’ll be 100%. (Example: 
$1000 to $1050 or $1100.) 
We have an incredibly loyal, faithful, and dedi-
cated staff. I may be the only one who sees so 
much of what they do, especially behind the 
scenes. You should know how blessed you are 
to have such high quality programs that draw 
children, youth, music lovers, adults of all ages. 
They have taken a 5% pay cut and leveled off 
several years ago. I am concerned with the mo-
rale and that they should be appreciated. 

We now have a brand new building on one side 
and a 1966 building on the other that must be 
maintained well to the glory of God. The Trus-
tees need a larger fund for these purposes. 

Our shared ministry support is lagging behind 
and we should be at 100% each year. Special 
offerings are at 312%, but our District, Confer-
ence and General Church operations are short 
and worthy of our care. 

GROWTH! With such outstanding new facili-
ties and spiritual faith formation programs for 
every age, this is a golden opportunity to step 
up and reach out to ―make and mature disciples 
for the transformation of the world.‖ 

 I have looked over the past 20 years of re-
ports and our church contributions have re-
mained the same. In one aspect that is a miracle, 
and we should praise God! It is also a call to ac-
tion to which I hope and pray that we’ll all re-
spond.
